Harish, a native of Kolar, Karnataka began his life
in a steady household with his father owning a
newspaper agency while his mother worked as
a teacher. The family of 4 (including a younger
brother) lived comfortably in a home that was
built by his father when Harish was in 6th grade.
Their hardships began when a chit fund (a kind
of savings scheme used in India) company that
his family banked on, dissolved, and the owner
having cheated its customers fled the country.
Harish's father had borrowed heavily through
housing loans, private lenders, etc, and was in
deep debt. His father’s plans for a secure future
crumbled with the dissolution of the chit fund
and the business losses that he suffered. By
the time Harish was in 9th grade, the family was
in deep financial crisis. “We had to think twice
to buy a small candy. Since we lost out on our
main source of income, we put up the house
for sale, but there were no takers. This was one
of the many instances, where we struggled to
make ends meet”, says an emotional Harish.

During this financial crisis, Harish completed
his 10th grade with exceptional grades. One
of his seniors from school who went to Sri
Ramakrishna Vidyashala (SRKVS), Mysore had
spoken highly of the school. Harish longed to go
there, but the financial realities at home were
not encouraging. Despite financial hardships,
Harish's father managed to arrange for funds.
Having passed the entrance exam, Harish was
admitted for his 11th & 12th grades at SRKVS
Mysore. Harish soon enrolled for BTech in
Information Science and Engineering (2001

to 2005), at the JSS Academy of Technical
Education Bangalore. This meant additional
expenses as he was staying away from home.

Harish's family heard about Sri Ramakrishna
Students' Home (SRKSH) in Bangalore, which
provided free boarding for meritorious students from
economically difficult backgrounds. Although the
Home took care of his boarding expenses, he still
struggled to meet his educational expenses.

The Trust has a FCRA Bank Account and all the foreign remittances are credited to this account.

During the financial year ended 31st March 2020, the Trust received Foreign Donations of Rs.
17,53,34,018.59 comprising of remittances from Foundation for Excellence Inc. USA amounting
to Rs. 12,05,63,695.92 and Rs.5,47,70,322.67 from other Donors. The Trust has also received Rupee
Donations amounting to Rs. 16,86,37,056.22 into the Non-FCRA Account.

During the Financial Year ended 31st March 2020, the total amount disbursed as Scholarships was
Rs.27,2747,343.00 comprising of Rs.12,70,38,651.00 from the FCRA Account and Rs. 14,57,08,692.00
from the Non-FCRA account.
